The past year
there was an enrollment of one hundred and
one students from ten states. (Our second
yvear). This is part of the group. We want
you to realize the fact that this Southwest-
ern Bible School is YOUR Bible school and
that thesze studentz are YOUR young people.
Do you know any of them? Is there one
from your Assembly? They are a wonder-
ful group of young people, talented and con-
secrated. Some of them have already
rendered successful service as pastors or
evangelists,

While the school belongs to the Oklahoma
District Council of the Assemblies of God,
it iz a place where everyone, especially Pen-
tecostal people, may send their young peo-
ple for training not oniy for Christian ser-
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vice but for other callings in life. For a
good Bible Training is a foundation which
all need no matter what their occupation.

For many yvears perhaps yvou have been
praying for just such an institution. There
has been a deep felt need of a place where
our young people eould prepare for life
away from a worldly environment and un-
der the influence of the Holy Spirit. This
school is an answer to these prayvers.

May 7, 1927, a valuable site consisting of
half a standard sized block with a large
two story brick building was purchased for
the purpose of founding a Bible School. A
large tabernacle was built the same sum-
mer, to make a home for the Assembly of
which Evangelist P. C. Nelson is Pastor,
and to make spiritual home for the faculty
and students of the Bible School. Plans are
on foot for another large building to be
vsed as a dormitory for men and a dining
room and kitchen, increasing the capacity
to two hundred students.

These young people are jewels not in the
sense that they are wealthy in this world’s
goods but in tieir love to Jesus Christ and
consecration to His serviee, The early
church paid great attention to the training
of its voung people and ministers.

We are do-
ing our part ;!;': making the expenses so
low (Only four dollars a week for board and
room)that every worthy student may enter.

But it also rests with the Assemblies.
Those who have labored to make this school

ossible never expected to attempt to estab-
Esh such a school without the cooperation
of God's saved and Spirit-filled panple. The
school will be a constant blessing to the
assemblies. Already its influence is being
felt in many of them, and this benefit we
believe will inerease. The school is the joint
property of and under control of the more
than seventy-five assemblies of the state of
Oklahoma. Many of them have already
nobly helped the school and we believe that
they will be willing and glad to continue
their support especially during the years
that the school is struggling to get started.
We wish to thank all who have already help-
ed. But we would like to ask what is your
Aszembly doing? What has it done?

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WHAT SOUTHWESTERN NEEDS
